4. Mourant Ozannes customarily seeks reimbursement for in-house photocopies at 

the rate of $0.61 per page.  The Amended Guidelines for Fees and Disbursements for 

Professionals in Southern District of New York Bankruptcy Cases set forth in the Court’s 

Administrative Order dated January 29, 2013 (General Order M-447) (the “Guidelines”), 
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however, provides that photocopies shall be reimbursable at the lesser of $0.10 per page or cost.  

Mourant Ozannes has reduced the amount sought as reimbursement of photocopying costs to the 

amount of $0.10 per page and the sum of $836.30 is requested as reimbursement of in-house 

printing and duplication.  A complete itemization of expenses for which Mourant Ozannes seeks 

reimbursement is annexed hereto as Exhibit B.
